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gazebo players of medfield:  BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I

Name and Location

Section 1 - The Name of the Corporation shall be the "Gazebo Players of Medfield, Inc."

Section 2 - The principal office shall be located in Medfield in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

ARTICLE II

Corporate Powers

Section 1 - The Corporation shall have all the powers and enjoy all the privileges granted by the laws of Massachusetts to corporations organized under the General Laws.

ARTICLE Ill

Capital Stock
Section 1 - There shall be no capital stock of the Corporation as set forth in the Agreement of Association.

ARTICLE IV

Membership
Section 1 - The membership of the Corporation shall be open to anyone on an annual basis who pays the annual dues.

Section 2 - Dues. The annual dues for membership shall be in such amounts as may be fixed by the Board of Directors not more often than annually. 

ARTICLE V

Officers, Directors, and Duties
Section I - The Officers of this Corporation shall be a President, a Co-President or Vice-President, a Recording Secretary and a Treasurer. These officers shall be elected by majority vote at the Annual Election, or at a meeting designated by the existing Board of Directors, and serve for one year, renewable infinitely. At least one Officer shall be a resident of the Town of Medfield.  The Officers of the Corporation together with any additional elected directors, shall constitute the Board of Directors. Directors may include, but are not limited to, Education Director, Development Director, Publicity Director, Box Office Director, Membership Director and Newsletter Editor.  This Board of Directors shall have and exercise full control and management of the affairs and business of the Corporation, except such as may be delegated to those present at officially scheduled meetings and/or any appointed committee. They shall have full power to fill all vacancies after consultation with, and approval of, the Nominating Committee.

Section 2 - Duties of Officers

President. The President shall preside at all meetings of the Corporation and at all meetings of the Board of Directors, and perform such other duties as pertain to the office of President. He or she shall be ex-officio a member of all committees except the Nominating Committee and the Planning committee.

Co-President or Vice-President. The Co-President or Vice-President shall perform the duties of the President in his or her absence, shall serve as temporary chairperson of the Nominating Committee, and shall appoint members to and serve as chairperson of Special Committees, and shall perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors. 

Recording Secretary / Archivist. The Recording Secretary shall keep a full record of the proceedings of the Corporation, report at each meeting, and archive all notes and pictures of value to present and future members. He or she shall also keep a full record of the meetings of the Board of Directors, and perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors.

Treasurer. The Treasurer shall have charge of all funds belonging to the Corporation and shall receive and disburse said funds under the direction of the Board of Directors. He or she shall keep an account of all receipts and disbursements, and present a report monthly to the Board of Directors and to meetings of the Corporation. He or she shall present a quarterly report to the Board of Directors and to meetings of the Corporation. He or she shall pay only such bills as shall have been previously approved by the Board of Directors. He or she shall have custody of the financial books of the Corporation.

Section 3 - Duties of Directors other than Officers

Education Director. The Education Director shall be responsible for the creation and oversight of educational workshops and other activities, and shall perform such other duties as required by the Board of Directors.

Development Director. The Development Director shall oversee all fund raising activities, and shall perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors.
Box Office Director. The Box Office Director shall have charge of the business arrangements of productions and perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors.

Publicity Director. The Publicity Director shall have charge of all publicity and advertising relating to the Corporation activities and perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors.

Membership Director.  The Membership Director shall have charge of all membership records and drives and perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors.

Newsletter Editor.  The Newsletter Editor shall have charge of producing all official newsletters of the group and perform such other duties as may be required by the Board of Directors.

Each of the foregoing Directors may appoint a committee in his or her service.

Section 4 - Term of Office.  Officers and Directors shall be elected by majority vote at the Annual Election, or at a meeting designated by the existing Board of Directors, and serve for one year, renewable infinitely. 

ARTICLE VI

Committees
Section I – All committees will be appointed on an ad hoc basis.  Committees that may be appointed include, but are not limited to, Nominating, Membership, Play Selection, Fund Raising, Planning, Special Projects.

ARTICLE VII

Meetings
Section I - The Annual Meeting for the presentation of reports and such similar business shall be held during the month of June at a date fixed by the Board of Directors. All members shall be notified by mail of the date, time, and place of the Annual Meeting at least 10 days before the date of the meeting.

Section 2 - Regular Meetings of the Corporation may be held as the Board of Directors shall determine and announce.

Section 3 - Special Meetings of the Corporation may be called by a vote of the Board of Directors or by written request for such a meeting by 5 Members. Upon receipt of such request, the Board shall be required to call such Special Meeting within 30 days. All members shall be notified of the date, time, place, and purpose of the Special Meeting at least 10 days before the date of the meeting. 

Section 4 - Quorum
Section 1 – A quorum shall be composed of whoever is present at formally announced meetings.

ARTICLE VIII

Checks, Contracts, Notes, and Certificates of Indebtedness
Section 1 - Board of Directors shall designate which Officer or Officers or Directors shall sign checks, contracts, notes, and certificates of indebtedness, and no person so signing shall be personally liable on such check, contract, note, or certificate of indebtedness when so authorized, and no Officer or Director other than the person or persons so designated shall have power to bind the Corporation.

Section 2 - No member shall purchase materials or supplies for the Corporation unless by a purchase order in writing duly authorized and signed by a designated member of the Board of Directors, or a person so designated by the Board of Directors, for example, the Production Manager of a given show or other event.

ARTICLE IX

Authority
Section I - Authority for the Corporation shall reside with motions moved, seconded and voted on by majority vote at meetings officially announced by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE X

Productions
Section 1 - The Board of Directors, through its own meetings and those of the general membership, shall have full authority and power to determine the time, number, and place of all productions and performances thereof during the year. No admission fees or other charges shall be made for admission to performances conducted by this Corporation or for furnishing instruction, except to provide for current operating expenses, so that the charging of admissions will not constitute a business activity.
Section 2 - Directors for productions of the Gazebo Players of Medfield will be instructed when casting their plays, that if all other things are equal in making a casting decision, members of the Gazebo Players will be given preference.

ARTICLE XI

Amendments
Section I - These By-Laws may be amended, altered, or repealed at any Annual or Special Meeting by a majority of the Members of the Corporation in attendance.
